The Odd One Out suggestions are reproduced below, together with some possible answers.
Oxygen, glucose, carbon dioxide
carbon dioxide (it is the only product of respiration), glucose (it is not a gas)
Capillary, vein, lung, artery, heart
lung (blood does not flow through it), heart (it is the only one that generates its own movement)
Alveolus, air sac, trachea, breathing, bronchus
breathing (it is not a part of the body), trachea (it is the only thing we have one of), alveolus (it is the only part where gas exchange takes place)
Nitrogen, hydrogen, oxygen, carbon dioxide, water vapour
hydrogen (it is the only one not found naturally in the atmosphere), oxygen (it is the only one our bodies extract from air)
